1. Remove the jumper assemblies that are installed on the L1A & L1B and L2A & L2B
terminals of the KBRC-240D PC board. Using pliers, gently rock the female terminals back and forth vertically while pulling them upward. See figure 3.
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2. Install the blue wire from the bottom of the Power On/Off Switch assembly to the L1A terminal of the KBRC-240D PC board. See figure 4.
. Install the other blue wire from the top of the Power On/Off Switch assembly to the L1B terminal of the KBRC-240D PC board. See figure 4.

. Install the white wire from the bottom of the Power On/Off Switch assembly to the L2A terminal of the KBRC-240D PC board. See figure 4.
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. Install the other white wire form the top of the Power On/Off Switch assembly to the L2B terminal of the KBRC-240D PC board. See figure 4.
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
