1 DESCRIPTION
The Memory Module can store up to 4 programs and easily mounts onto the drive's PC board header. A program stored on the
drive can be uploaded to the Memory Module and a program stored on the Memory Module can be downloaded to the drive.

Typical Applications:

» Copy the drive's Active Memory to the Memory Module and install it onto another drive to clone it with the same program.
» Copy the drive's Active Memory to the Memory Module to store the program for archiving.

» Copy an OEM program to the Memory Module to be able to reset the drive with that program.

2 REMOVING THE DRIVE'S COVER

The drive's cover must be removed to access the Memory Module.

» Press on both finger grips on both side corners of the cover until the retaining clips disengage from the drive and lift it up.
» See Section 6, on page 2, to replace the cover.

3 INSTALLING THE MEMORY MODULE

The Memory Module easily mounts onto the drive's PC board header. See Figure 1.

+ Align the Memory Module with the opening and gently press down on it until it is seated onto the PC board header.
+ See Section 5, on page 2, to remove the Memory Module.

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4 OPERATION
When copying between the drive's Active Memory and the Memory Module, the drive must be in the Stop Mode. When cloning
drives with the Memory Module, the drives must be the same models.

4.1 Copy Programs for Archiving and Cloning Multiple Drives
There are two methods for copying programs to and from the drive's Active Program and the Memory Module. The first
method is to use the designated shortcut keys and the second method is to use the programming functions.

Method 1: Using shortcut keys READ/ENTER and PROGRAM/DISPLAY (for Memory Module Program 1 only).

Copy the Drive's Active Program to Memory Module Program 1

» Press the READ/ENTER Key for 5 seconds (while the drive is in Stop Mode).
* The drive's Active Program will be copied to Memory Module Program 1.

« "CP-2" will be displayed if the copy was successful.

Copy Memory Module Program 1 to the Drive's Active Program

* Press the PROGRAM/DISPLAY Key for 2 seconds (while the drive is in Stop Mode).

* The drive will read Memory Module Program 1 and copy it to the drive's Active Program.
» "CP-1" will be displayed if the copy was successful.
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Method 2: Using Functions 6.13, 6.14, 6.15 (for Drive's Active Program and any Memory Module Program 1 — 4).

Example: Copy the Drive's Active Program to Memory Module Program 3

» Set Function 6.15 to the respective Memory Module Program Code (for this example: "0003" (Program 3)).
+ Set Function 6.13 to "0004" (Copy Active Program to Memory Module).

« "End" will be displayed if the copy was successful.

4.2 Reset the Drive to OEM Default Settings Stored On the Memory Module
There are two methods to reset the drive to a program which has been stored on the Memory Module. The first method is to
use the designated shortcut keys and the second method is to use the programming functions.

Method 1: Using shortcut key PROGRAM/DISPLAY (for Memory Module Program 1 only).

* Press the PROGRAM/DISPLAY Key for 2 seconds (while the drive is in Stop Mode).
* The drive will read Memory Module Program 1 and copy it to the drive's Active Program.
« "CP-1" will be displayed if the copy was successful.

Method 2: Using Functions 6.10, 6.11, 6.12 (for Memory Module Locations 1, 2, 3, 4).

+ Set Function 6.11 to "0001" (Memory Module).

+ Set Function 6.12 to the respective Memory Module Program Code (for this example: "0003" (Program 3)).
+ Set Function 6.10 to "1010" (Default Program).

» "End" will be displayed if the copy was successful.

4.3 Copy the Memory Module (Program 1 Only) to the Drive's Active Program on Power Up
The drive can be programmed to read the Memory Module Program 1, on power up. The program will be copied to the drive's
Active Program.

+ Set Function 6.16 to "0001" (Automatic Read on Power Up).
* The drive will read the Memory Module Program 1, on power up, and copy it to the drive's Active Program.

5 REMOVING THE MEMORY MODULE (IF REQUIRED)
« Lift the Memory Module off the drive to remove it.
* The Memory Module can now be used to clone other drives or for archiving a stored program.

6 REPLACING THE COVER

 After completing operations with the Memory Module and setting up the drive, it is necessary to replace the cover.
* Insert the cover's tab into the slot on the drive.

« Gently press down on the cover until it snaps into place and is secured onto the drive.
